COMMENCEMENT EXTRAS

All graduates must wear academic regalia for their ceremony. Oak Hall is
the official university vendor for all caps and gowns. Caps and gowns may
be purchased at the WSU Bookstore or at waynestate.shopoakhalli.com.
Please check the site for the online order due date.

BACHELOR'S AND MASTER'S CANDIDATES
The bachelor’s cap and gown is $80.98 plus tax. The master’s gown, cap
and hood is $136.96 plus tax.

DOCTORAL CANDIDATES

Doctoral candidates (Pharm.D./Aud.D./DPT/DNP) wear regalia that
may be purchased through the WSU Bookstore. The regalia includes
the doctoral black gown, hood and tam. The cost for doctoral regalia is
$254.94 plus tax.

PH.D./ED.D. CANDIDATES

Ph.D./Ed.D. candidates wear regalia that must be rented through the
WSU Bookstore. The regalia includes a custom Wayne State University
gown, hood and tam. The graduate may keep the tam. The rental fee for

Ph.D./Ed.D. regalia is $225 plus tax.

The bookstore will inform Ph.D./Ed.D. candidates of the due date for all
rented regalia. Please place orders as soon as possible to ensure timely
delivery of regalia and avoid additional shipping charges.

DIRECTIONS
The Wayne State Fieldhouse is located at 1290 W. Warren Ave. in Detroit.

From the west: Take 1-94 east. Exit at Trumbull Avenue. Continue straight
on Service Drive, then right on Warren Avenue.

From the east: Take I-94 west. Exit at Woodward/Brush avenues. Remain
on Ford Service Drive to Woodward Avenue. Turn left on Woodward
Avenue, going south to Warren Avenue. Turn right onto Warren Avenue.
Continue west on Warren Avenue to Lodge Freeway (M-10) overpass.

From the north: Take I-75 south to Warren Avenue exit. Turn right onto
Warren Avenue. Continue west on Warren Avenue to Lodge Freeway (M-
10) overpass.

From the south: Take I-75 north to Lodge Freeway (M-10) north. Exit at
Forest/Warren avenues. Turn left onto Warren Avenue (second light). Cross
over Lodge Freeway.

From Windsor: Start out northeast on Fort Street West/M-3 toward St.
Anne Street (1.2 miles). Turn left onto Lodge Freeway (M-10) North (1.5
miles). Exit at Forest/Warren avenues. Turn left onto Warren Avenue
(second light).

PARKING
Complimentary parking will be available in Lot 50, located at 1200 W.
Warren Ave., and Structure 2, located at 5150 John C. Lodge.

ACCESSIBLE PARKING

A limited number of handicapped parking spaces are available on a first-
come, first-served basis in Lot 50.

ARRIVAL TIMES AND GRADUATE ENTRY
Graduates must arrive one hour before the ceremony start time and
report to the Matthaei Physical Education Center for a graduate ticket.

Graduates should arrive in their academic regalia (cap and gown). Be sure
to wear the tassel you were issued with your cap and gown; tassels are
color-coded to signify the school or college granting the degree. Tassels
should be on the right side for graduates receiving bachelor’s degrees.
Master’s and doctoral candidates should have their tassels on the left,
signifying their previous degree or degrees.

Please dress appropriately and wear comfortable footwear. As a safety
precaution, spiked or high-heeled shoes are not recommended, as you will
be walking on cement and will need to ascend and descend stairs during
the ceremony. Note that the Wayne State Fieldhouse has a no-bag policy,
so please leave coats, handbags and valuables at home or with your guests.

NAME ANNOUNCEMENT CARD

Upon arrival at Matthaei, graduates will be given a name announcement
card with a QR code, which they will hand to staff during the diploma
processional across the stage. You will then be directed to the fieldhouse
and your school/college seating area.

GRADUATE SEATING

Graduates will be seated according to school or college and degree. There
is no rehearsal prior to the ceremony. All graduates must be in Matthaei
45 minutes prior to the start of the ceremony to receive important
instructions and directions. If you arrive late, you may not be seated with
your school/college and may be seated in the overflow seating section of
the fieldhouse. Please arrive on time.
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DEGREE PROCESSIONAL

The processional from graduates’ seats to the fieldhouse stage will begin
after the degree conferral. Marshals will direct graduates to the stage.
After proceeding across the stage, graduates should return to their
assigned seats. Graduates are required to remain for the entire ceremony.

PROHIBITED ITEMS

GUEST SEATING

Guests should enter the fieldhouse at the main entrance. Guest seating
is open and available on a first-come, first-served basis. Seats may not

be saved. Please have everyone in your party arrive at the same time.
University staff will assist guests with seating. All guests should be seated
30 minutes prior to the start of Commencement and are expected to
remain for the entire ceremony.
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WHEELCHAIR/MOBILITY-LIMITATION SEATING

The fieldhouse has limited wheelchair seating. Guests arriving in a
wheelchair should ask a staff member for assistance to the special needs
seating area.

Guests with mobility limitations or who have difficulty walking are
encouraged to bring their own wheelchair. The university does not
provide wheelchairs for guests.

Every effort will be made to seat guests together; however, disability
seating is limited and, due to space constraints, an escort may not be able
to accompany the guest to the special seating area.
