*Biology, Chemistry, Natural Science - If a student satisfies two Natural Science Inquiry (NSI) courses by examination (AP, 

CLEP, IB or credit by examination), the Laboratory requirement is fulfilled. 

*College Algebra - A student who receives a score of 50 in both College Algebra and Trigonometry will receive credit for MAT 

1800 (5 semester hours) and will have satisfied Quantitative Experience (QE). Please note the Trigonometry exam was 

discontinued in 2006, but historical scores are still accepted.  

*Effective Winter 2021 College Mathematics will be equivalent to MAT 1XXX.
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
